Before you make your application

We understand that when making recordings sometimes we stumble overwords
or make mistakes. If you are tech minded and can edit cuts together, thisis fine,
if not, that’s fine too. We do not expect completely perfect speeches, where
possible we recommend correcting yourself much like youwouldina
conversation.

Make sure you are recordingin a quiet environment. Use a neutral background if
you are filming. You canuse any camera or audio equipment you have.

Foreach question, we have suggested how long we expect the answer to take in
minutes. Thisisn’t exact, butinstead to be used as a guide.
